About the Position:

This position is responsible for an active fisheries program and specialist responsibilities for a busy planning schedule on the Pisgah Zone which is comprised of the Appalachian, Grandfather and Pisgah Ranger Districts of the Pisgah National Forest located in the heart of the Blue Ridge Mountains. The zone districts host some of the most iconic landscapes in the Appalachian Mountains including Mount Pisgah and the Cradle of Forestry, Mount Mitchell, the highest peak in the eastern U.S., and Linville Gorge, the “Grand Canyon of North Carolina”.  The ecology of the area represents some of the most unique and diverse habitats known on earth.  Duties for the position include: providing technical expertise for the zone in matters dealing with threatened, endangered, and sensitive aquatic species as well of other aquatic species of interest; serving as the fisheries and aquatic habitat expert when working on or leading interdisciplinary teams; preparing biological evaluations and assessments; leading ecosystem restoration activities that focus management of aquatic habitat for a diverse range of species; building collaboration and working with partner groups such as the NC Wildlife Resources Commission and Trout Unlimited to plan and implement fisheries projects; maintaining database records; and developing annual workplans and budgets.
Some of the priority items needed during this detail may be:

· Report bi-weekly to the Pisgah Zone Rangers of upcoming projects and program needs
· Serve on an interdisciplinary team for projects with a wildlife biologist, botanist, Environmental coordinator and archeologist with other resource project leaders

· Work with the NC Wildlife Resources Commission on Brook trout restoration projects, trout monitoring, hellbender population surveys and hellbender long term studies with universities.

· Serve on the Pisgah Zone NEPA team providing an aquatic resource report, drafting biological evaluations and decision memos.  Also attends project planning meetings providing input for the protection and restoration of aquatic organisms.  

· Provide leadership for the River Ranger Program which includes Supervising the Lead River Ranger, going into the field with the river ranger team- providing oversight to operations and outreach and education programming.  Be the point of contact for partners of the river ranger program including the director of the Pisgah Conservancy and Trout Unlimited.  Also provide materials and supplies that the program would need.

· Work closely with the Forest Hydrologist on stream restoration projects.  

· Report fiscal accomplishments through the Watershed Inventory Tracking program

· Provide Outreach and Education to the community

· Serve as the liaison with Trout Unlimited including providing 1/4ly updates of partner projects.  

· Provide input for the Great American Outdoors Act, Infrastructure bill, and storm recovery projects that pertain to stream restoration, stream crossing improvements or access

· Provide resource information for permit requests 

· Provide leadership for watershed inventory projects with partners such as Trout Unlimited

· Update agreement information with partners as needed

The Nantahala, Pisgah, Uwharrie, and Croatan National Forests make up the National Forests in North Carolina.  Combined, the National Forests in North Carolina are among the most visited National Forests in the nation.  The four national forests encompass 1.25 million acres, featuring ecosystems from the mountains to the sea.  The Nantahala and Pisgah National Forests each contain more than 500,000 acres, the Uwharrie National Forest is the smallest unit with more than 50,000 acres, and the Croatan National Forest is more than 160,000 acres.
